Dear Governor Lorena Cuéllar Cisneros,

I am deeply concerned about the safety of journalist Alberto Amaro Jordán, director of La Prensa de Tlaxcala. On 4 May 2026, he received death threats against himself and his family because of his work.

Alberto Amaro Jordán has faced several serious attacks in the past and was forced to leave Mexico from September 2024 to September 2025 due to safety concerns. He has also reported failures in the protection measures provided to him by the Federal Protection Mechanism. These ongoing threats in a country already dangerous for journalists are unacceptable. Lack of action only increases fear and insecurity. 

Therefore, I urge the Government of Tlaxcala to act urgently to ensure Alberto Amaro Jordán’s safety, properly investigate the threats against him and his family, and protect freedom of the press.
